	J Caton had emailed a full and detailed report.  Delivery had been made of bird, bat, and 	hedgehog boxes from Wymot Prison. A thank you email had been sent and photos would be 	sent as the Church project progresses.  An area in the Village Hall grounds had also been 	cleared and Westfield Trees are to donate wood chippings for a path.

	The Parish Council agreed to look at applying for further grants and if successful we would 	look at projects including fruit trees for the Church garden area.

	A date had been agreed for a Riley Green litter pick (2nd June) and this would be advertised.  	A date had also been agreed for a Hoghton Bottoms ‘Balsam Bash’ (7th July) in conjunction 	with the Ribble Rivers Trust and again this would be advertised.
	A Martin provided a positive report with proposals for a new Christmas tree supplier 	(Manybrooks Nurseries) for later this year which would be more cost effective than previous 	years at around £200 for 2 trees including delivery, erection, and disposal.  She had also 	sourced a donation of Christmas lights from Hoghton Timber.  One of the trees is for the 	Pinfold and the other will go in front of the Village Hall where the mains electric supply can 	be utilised.  The report was welcomed and agreed as a sensible way forward.
